Scholarship Application

One purpose of the Throlson American Bison Foundation is to provide scholarship opportunities for students studying bison or fields related to the bison industry. In addition, the foundation supports bison research relating to production and human nutrition.

The foundation will award three scholarships, one for $2,000 and two for $1,000 each. Each scholarship recipient will also receive a complimentary one-year Junior membership to the National Bison Association.

Qualifications

By the completion of the spring semester/quarter, applicants must:

1. Be an undergraduate with junior or senior standing (completed a minimum of 72 semester hours or 108 quarter hours); or a graduate student in a recognized livestock, animal science, veterinary, agriculture, or human nutrition program in the United States or Canada;

2. Have at least one semester or two quarters remaining in their degree program;

3. Be enrolled as a full-time student for the fall or spring semester/quarter.

Application Deadline

The application must be received no later than October 1, 2010. Complete the Scholarship Application Form (only typed and completed applications will be accepted), have your Department Head/Chairperson complete their designated section, enclose one letter of recommendation from faculty in your department, and mail to:
